RULES AND REGULATIONS 
REVISED June 1, 2008 

To help maximize each guest’s RV lifestyle and experience, the following Rules and Regulations have been 
established, and apply to both extended stay and short stay guests.  We appreciate your adherence of this 
regulations and rules, and look forward to serving you! 

Types of Recreational Vehicles 
Harbour Pointe RV Park accepts Class A, Class B and Class C Motor homes and Coaches up to 45 feet, with 
multiple sliders. Fifth-Wheel trailers with multiple sliders from 24 feet to 40 feet. Travel Trailers from 14 
feet to 40 feet with multiple sliders. Pop-up and tent campers and pick-up campers are allowed (but only 
for daily and weekly stay visitors).No Park Models are allowed at any time. 
Daily and Weekly Guests 
Daily and weekly space rental is due upon check-in. Subsequent daily space rental (if space available) is 
due by noon the next day if daily rental or you must check-out by 1:00 PM.  If a weekly guest wishes to 
extend their stay they must notify park management 24 hours in advance and, if space is available, they 
may extend their stay.  If no spaces are available, then the guest must check-out by 1:00 PM.  If the 
current space occupied by the guest is unavailable due to prior reservations, management may allow the 
guest to stay in the park, but in a different site within the park.  All guest space rental is non-refundable, if 
the guest checks-out prior to the end of their reservation period. 

Harbour Pointe RV Park is rented out for seasonal recreational purpose only and is 

not intended for year-round occupancy 
Seasonal Guests 
We do allow for extended stay guests on a month to month basis; however, the extended site reservation 

is on a seasonal basis only. Your first month’s rent is due upon check-in together with a $65.00 utility 

service deposit.   Subsequent monthly space rental payments are due twenty-four (24) hours before the 
guest is due to check-out.  For example, if the guest is due to check out on the 15

th
 of the month, then the 

guest must pay their next month’s rent by 1:00 PM on the 14
th

 of the month.   A guest may pre-authorize 
management to charge the guest’s credit card once each month to pay for the upcoming month’s rent.  
After 2:00pm your space rental will be changed to a daily space rental rate applicable for where your site 
is located in the park for a period of up to 5 days maximum. If you desire to remain in the park you must 
pay the daily rate until you identify your intent to convert back to a monthly space rental and then you 
must pay the monthly space rental as well or you may leave the park. If after 5 days you have not paid the 
daily space rental, then the utilities (water, sewer, cable, electric, and garbage) will be disconnected and 
vehicles towed from the site at the RV owner’s expense.  

Harbour Pointe RV Park is rented out for seasonal recreational purpose only and is 

not intended for year-round occupancy; R.C.W 59.20.030 
Reservations 
Reservations deposits made in advance will be applied to the published daily, weekly or monthly space 
rental.  For daily space rental, failure to cancel within 24 hours of reservation will result in forfeiture of the 
reservation fee.  For weekly and monthly space reservations, failure to cancel within 48 hours will result in 
forfeiture of the reservation fee.  All reservations must be guaranteed with a credit card, cashier’s check 
or money order.   
Parking 
All vehicles (including the RV entering the park) must be registered with the office, plus guests must also 
show that they have current vehicle state registrations and tabbies for all vehicles, including the RV (if 
applicable for their particular State of registration).  Parking of both your primary RV and your secondary 
vehicle is permitted in your site only EXCEPT FOR PULL-THRU OR DELUXE SITES WHICH ALLOWS FOR ONE  



MORE ADDITIONAL SECONDARY VEHICLE (Example RV, car 1 and truck 2, mopeds, and motorcycles are 
excluded from this requirement) .  Each site has a designated parking space for both your RV and 
secondary vehicle.  Park Guest vehicles (to include motorcycles) parked in the street or unoccupied sites 
will be fined $30 for 1

st
 incident and towed immediately after 2

nd
 incident at the guest’s expense, and 1

ST
 

Offense charge shall be added to the guest’s site rental.  Boats, trailers, motorcycles (that do not fit in 
your site) or any other vehicle beyond two (2) per site rule (remember that your 1

st
 and primary vehicle 

is always the RV and the 2
nd

 vehicle is what pulled-in your RV or was towed behind your RV if your RV is 
a motor-home) are subject to a $25.00 per day, week or month storage fee, assuming they fit in your 
space and dependent upon your reserved park stay.  If any of your vehicles or other personal property 
sticks out in to the roadway or does not park beside your RV and behind your 2

nd
 vehicle, then you are in 

violation of the park rules.   
Upon prior management approval, you may park up to 1 additional vehicle in the park over-flow/visitor 
parking at the rear of the park (SUBJECT TO SPACE AVAILABILITY) for no more than 72 hrs for an 
additional charge of $50 per vehicle. (Daily or weekly rates for overflow parking may be available upon 
request from management).  Management will grant any right to park in the over-flow parking areas on a 
first-come, first-served basis.  The overflow/visitor parking area does NOT have any reserved spaces.  All 
Vehicles in park over-flow sites cannot be considered abandoned and THEY MUST HAVE CURRENT STATE 
TABBIES OR PLATES AND MUST BE ROAD-READY.  If you have guests and their stay is longer than 48 
hours, then they must register with the park office and you must pay the additional $25 charge per month 
for extra vehicle.  Inquire with management for daily and weekly rates for your guest’s parking.  
Smoking 
Smoking is absolutely prohibited in the laundry room, showers, and restrooms, and shall be cause for 
ejection from the park. 
Firearms & Fireworks 
Firearms and fireworks are strictly prohibited within the park or in vehicles or RV’s parked in the park, and 
possession or discharge thereof shall be cause for immediate ejection from the park. 
Speeding 
The park speed limit is 5 MPH.  This limit is strictly enforced.  Speeding anywhere in the Park is prohibited. 
Guests or their visitors caught speeding will be given up to two verbal warnings. If they are caught 
speeding for the 3

rd
 time after the verbal warning then they will be charged a speeding ticket of $25.00 for 

each incident thereafter up to a total of (4) incidents, upon the (5
th

) they may be subject to eviction. 
Pets 
Pets will be permitted in the Park providing the following rules are adhered to at all times.  Pets running 
loose, left in neighbor’s sites or left alone on a leash or chain in their RV space are subject to removal 
without notice by the County Department of Animal Control.  Additional rules will be enforced at all 
times: 

 Pets are never to be tethered outside without supervision and any waste must be immediately 

cleaned. 

 Pets are not allowed to roam freely in the park. 

 Outside pens and kennels and bird cages are not allowed, except for a cat cage and while 

supervised by park guest. Violators of this rule will be subject to 1 verbal warning and if not 

adhered to will be asked to leave the park. 

 Pets must not be allowed to snarl or bark at neighbors or passersby. 

 Pets must not be allowed to dig or otherwise damage and destroy park property, and the guest 

who is caring for the pet shall be liable for all damage caused by the guest’s pet. 

 Pet “accidents” must be cleaned up by their owners immediately. This rule applies anywhere in 

the park boundaries. 

 Pets are not permitted in any of the park public facilities including washrooms, office, meeting 

rooms, toilets, laundry room and showers. 

 Pets must not be allowed to enter neighboring sites. 



 Harbour Pointe RV Park reserves the right to prohibit certain breeds and sizes of dogs.  The 
following breeds, in addition to other potentially dangerous breeds are not permitted in the park 
or on park property: German shepherd, Doberman, Pit Bull, Staffordshire terrier, Great Dane or 
Rottweiler.  In addition, any dogs in excess of 50 pounds in weight are not permitted.  THIS RULE 
DOES NOT APPLY TO GUIDE OR SERVICE DOGS. 

Garbage 
Only garbage generated inside the park must be dumped in the dumpster located near the back fence of 
the park.  All garbage must be bagged, securely fastened, and placed in the dumpster.  Do not place any 
of the following in the dumpster:  off-site garbage, tires, carpet, lumber or trash from outside the park.  
Individual outside garbage cans or containers are not allowed on any site. Any full garbage bags, wood, 
mattresses, furniture, vehicle parts left in guest sites will be subject to notice of a $40 fine for 1

st
 offense 

and must be disposed of properly with-in 24 hours of notification by park management, and will then be 
assesses $25 per day until disposed of properly up to $100. If not taken care of by day 4 then the guest 
will be asked to vacate their RV site and leave the park.  
Outside Structures 
Outside structures including, but not limited to, mail boxes, pet kennels, freezers (unless it is housed with-
in the approved Rubber-Maid type storage shed), plastic tubs and garbage containers, etc., are not 
permitted in any site or on any other park property.  Further, no decking that is erected or attached to 
any RV is allowed without prior Park Management approval.  Yard ornaments or flower pots will not be 
allowed unless they approved by management on a case by case basis and if they are not removed with-in 
72 hours of notification from the park management will be subject to the same fine as failure to remove 
garbage from a guest’s RV space, (see Garbage Paragraph).  
Auto Work 
No Auto work or repairs may be carried out anywhere within the park including any site.  No auto parts, 
cleaning solvents or materials lying within the site, if so will be subject to same fine as failure to remove 
garbage from site (See Garbage Paragraph). This rule does not include the repair of a flat tire or jumping a 
dead vehicle battery. 
Skateboarding/Bicycling 
Skateboarding, bicycling or scooter riding is not permitted on park property.  Children at play must be 
supervised by an adult. 
Storage 
Only plastic Rubber-Maid brand storage sheds are allowed in the park. Storage of any material of any type 
under vehicles, RV’s and trailers is strictly prohibited.  Sites must remain free from trash, detritus and 
unused items other than patio tables, chairs, BBQ grills, umbrellas and awnings, any of which must be in 
good working order.  Any metal or wood sheds or any other materials that are currently on site have been 
granted an exception for the guests who resided in the park prior to October 1, 2007, however will be 
required to be replaced within a period of one year or be subject to removal at the park guest’s expense.  
Any erected after this date without approval from the park manager must be removed within forty-five 
days (45) days of a notification for removal being issued by the park manager. 
Skirting 
Without prior inspection and approval from and by park management, skirting is not permitted around 
the base of RV units or Fifth Wheels.  This includes any type of wood, metal, fabric or plastic surround. All 
skirting must be removed within forty-five (45) days after a notification for removal has been issued by 
the park manager. 
Stakes 
Stakes placed or anchored in the ground are prohibited in any site or on park property.  They can damage 
underground irrigation and utility lines. 
 

 

 

 

 



Washing 

Washing of vehicles is not permitted unless approved by Park Management and the washing fee is paid 
prior to washing the vehicle.  Long-term stay guests are required to wash their RV at least once each 
season either by paying an outside vendor by doing so themselves and paying $10 prior to doing so to the 
park office. Failure to wash your RV once each season will cause guest to be fined $50 and a vendor will 
wash your RV. The following charges apply:  For cars and trucks the fee is $5.00.  For RV’s the cost is 
$10.00 for self-wash.  
Vehicle Age 
To help maintain a certain standard of appearance, Harbour Pointe RV Park has limitations on vehicle age 
for park guests.  Only with prior park management approval, visual inspection and final compliance with 
the Older RV addendum. RV vehicles that are older than twelve (12) years old are not permitted on an 
extended stay basis (beyond 45 days), unless they comply with the older RV addendum. Daily and weekly 
guest stays will be on a case by case basis. Also, any RV that is determined to be uninsurable by State and 
National RV insurance providers or unlicensed RV’s. 
Vehicle Registration, License and Insurance 
All vehicles, including RV’s parked in Harbour Pointe RV Park must be registered to the current guest and 
have current State license tabs or plates.  Guests must carry a minimum of liability insurance on any 
vehicles in the park. Management requires all guests to have Long-Term RV Stay insurance on their RV, if 
they stay beyond 45 days.  Guests will furnish park management with proof of current insurance 
coverage including the name of their insurance company and/or agent within forty-five (45) days of 
their initial reservation date, failure to do so will cause a fine of $150.00 to be assessed (max stay 
beyond will not exceed end of current reservation) and/or you will be asked to vacate the park 
immediately and your reservation will not be extended until proof of such insurance has been provided 
to the park office.  Insurance must also name the guest as the insured or one of the insured parties. 
Damage 
Guests agree to immediately reimburse Harbour Pointe RV Park for any damage caused by them or their 
guests to park property.  Damage includes, but is not limited to, sewer damage, water connectors, cable 
boxes, electric meters and site utility posts.  Also damage to trees or plantings, oil spills and site signage 
howsoever caused. Plus damage in or near the Park office, to include the Laundromat, Public showers and 
toilet, sink , the snack and vending room, park office porch railings and surveillance cameras. 
Visitors 
Visitors of park guests, in addition to vendors or maintenance repair personnel doing work on a guest’s 
behalf, must check in at the office before proceeding to the guest’s site.  Visitors must park their vehicles 
in your site or one of the parking stalls designated by park management.  Please, never park in the street 
or unoccupied site.  If discovered in such location, park guest will be notified of the parking violation of 
their visitor and is subject to a parking violation fine of $5.00 for the 1

st
 offense, $20 fine for 2

nd
 offense, 

all added to the park guest’s billing.  Visitors of guests are allowed to stay in the park for no more than 
twenty-four hours without prior approval of the park manager and are required to pay the additional 
vehicle charge of $25 and registering the guest’s license number and proof of insurance. 
Mail 
Extended stay guests can receive mail at our office addressed to them at:

Mail is distributed by site number and placed in the mail slots at the office, Monday to Saturday 
(excluding holidays), after mail is delivered by the USPS.  Important and Priority mail, checks and packages 
will be kept in the office for pick-up during normal office hours.  A notice will be placed in your mail slot 
advising you have a pick-up.  Outgoing mail can be placed in the mailbox located outside the office to be 
pick-up by USPS. 
 
 
 



Children 
Children are welcome in the park, but must be supervised and under control of a responsible adult at all 
times.  Children under the age of 14 must be supervised by a 17-year or older individual.  Parents are 
responsible for any damage caused by their children. 
Messages 
Messages for guests will be left in their mail slot in the office and can be retrieved during normal office 
hours.  Emergency messages will be attempted to be delivered to a guest’s individual site. 
Site Reservations & Assignments 
Site reservations are made in advance as explained on the Reservation Request and Terms & Conditions 
pages.  All reservations are subject to availability and made on a first come first serve basis.  If required, 
sites will be assigned to short term stay guests based upon number of nights reserved in advance and paid 
upon arrival.  If a short stay guest decides to extend their stay, we will attempt to accommodate their 
request.  However, if a particular site has been reserved in advance, the guest occupying that site may 
have to move to another site assuming one is available. 
Quite Time 
Quiet time in the park is from 10:00 PM to 8:00 AM 
Sewer Connections 
Sewer connections must be airtight!  Please replace sewer cap when you checkout.  If your current hose 
fittings do not provide an airtight connection, replacement fittings are available at camper dealers. 
Office Hours 
General office hours are from 9:00 AM until 5:00 PM, every day except Saturday from 9:00am to 1:30pm 
and closed on Sunday.  Pre-registered guests checking in after these times must guarantee their space 
prior to arrival.
